It was a well involved fire upon arrival. The Department got the occupants out 

and they were able to save the majority of the property inside the house. The 

residents do have to rebuild the structure due to fire and water damage. The 

Department had to return to this house due to rekindles. There was a kitchen 

fire on West Peachtree Avenue that was confined to the kitchen. It was mostly 

out upon arrival and the Department finished extinguishing the fire. The 

residents were not displaced. He also reported that the Department responded 

to a number of grass fires directly related to fireworks discharge around the 

4th of July. There were no structure damages but unfortunately there was  

property damage around a structure.
